	Teachers received CPD by observing qualified sports coaches deliver high quality teaching. From pupil voice children stated they enjoyed soccerstars lessons, the range of activities on offer 

Through pupil voice, SEND and PP children enjoyed the opportunities to sporting events and activities in the year e.g. willows. Y5/6 Wren Park boys’ teams were crowned football league champions.

Offer diverse activities like Football, Cricket, Gymnastics, and Archery to all children. Boosts daily physical activity, participation, and enthusiasm for sports. 

Athlete visits such as gymnastics Olympian, badminton Olympian and Derby County Women’s Head coach inspirational talks. Year 5 enjoyed programs with Derby County Community Trust for health and lifestyle education.

Year 5 children accessed Level 1 road safety. School hired bikes for children without bikes to use. Uptake of 40 children out of 54 to take part.

Year 6 were not able to access Level 2 training due to no availability. Some children did not want to take part in the cycle training due to confidence. Difficult with timing, staff issues to provide further lessons for these children. 

Swimming lessons for Year 4 – 80% at the expected level. 
	Football tends to be the sport, which provides the most competition between schools. This is something we want to improve on next year. We are looking to start a partnership with a local private school to be able to provide other sporting competitions. 


We track participation and offered opportunities but we limited uptake. This will be a target to improve on this year 2024-2025

Equipment needs auditing and improving. Over time, all equipment shows signs of use.

Date to be arranged with cycle derby in advance in order to make sure Year 5 and 6 have access to training opportunity. Limited uptake in Year 5 for Level 1 training. 



Year 4 classes took swimming lessons and those
who do not meet the required standard, will then
be offered further lessons in Year 5 in order to
meet KS2 expectations. *In previous years, we
have considered it inefficient to only offer
swimming in Year 6 because by that time many of
our children are competent swimmers, therefore
decision taken to provide swimming tuition
earlier

	Implementation

	Promoting Physical Activity Throughout the School Day: Embed physical activity into the daily routine by encouraging active travel to and from school and organizing active break times. Elevate the importance of PE and sport across the school to drive overall improvement by reintroducing initiatives like the Daily Mile and Wake and Shake sessions.


Developing Sports Leadership Roles: Introduce Year 6 sports leaders to organize lunchtime activities, lead aerobic fitness sessions, promote healthy lifestyles and diets during meal times, and foster inclusion and fair play among all children.


Ensuring Equal Access to Sports: Provide equal opportunities for all pupils to participate in sports and physical activities. Offer free places in paid after-school sports clubs for pupil premium children, with attendance tracked and promoted to parents to increase participation.

Providing Additional Swimming Lessons: Offer top-up swimming and water safety lessons for pupils who have not met national curriculum requirements after completing core swimming sessions in the summer term.

Competing in Local Events: Participate in local school competitions across a variety of sports.



Encouraging Competitive Sports: Increase participation in competitive sports by organizing inter-house competitions, including sports day events, with house teams such as Toyota, JCB, Alstom, and Rolls-Royce.


Expanding Extracurricular Opportunities: Continue to introduce and promote additional extracurricular activities, giving children access to a wider range of sports and specialist instruction.

	Reintroduce the Daily Mile and Wake and Shake sessions as part of school week. Create a reward-based active travel program encouraging walking, cycling, or scooting to school. Create a PE and sports noticeboard showcasing achievements, upcoming events, and the importance of physical activity. Use assemblies and newsletters to highlight the benefits of an active lifestyle and celebrate student and staff participation in PE initiatives.

Recruit and train Year 6 sports leaders through structured workshops focusing on leadership skills, activity planning, and conflict resolution. Allocate time for sports leaders to organize and run lunchtime activities, such as aerobic fitness sessions and team games. Recognize and celebrate their contributions through certificates or assemblies to sustain motivation.

Identify pupil premium children and offer them free access to after-school sports clubs. Use the school newsletter, parent-teacher meetings, and direct communication to promote these opportunities to parents. Monitor attendance and participation using tracking systems and adjust promotion strategies accordingly.

Schedule these sessions during the summer term and provide transport if necessary. Use pre- and post-assessment data to measure progress and identify areas needing further support.

Register for local school sports competitions in a variety of disciplines, such as football, netball, and athletics. Collaborate with local schools/sports partnerships to identify additional opportunities for pupils to compete. Use staff and parent volunteers to assist with transport and event organization.

Plan and schedule inter-house competitions in sports such as football, rounders, and athletics, as well as on sports day. Maintain a record of participation to ensure inclusivity and celebrate achievements through assemblies and awards.

Work with local clubs and sports organizations to bring specialist coaches into school for after-school and lunchtime clubs.
Regularly review the range of activities offered and gather pupil feedback to introduce new sports that align with their interests. Promote clubs through assemblies, posters, and communication with parents.

	Physical Activity Integration - Impact: Improved fitness, focus, and well-being through active travel and break-time initiatives. Sustainability: Embedding these activities into daily routines ensures lasting impact.
Sports Leadership - Impact: Year 6 Sports leaders foster inclusion and enthusiasm, while building their own leadership skills. Sustainability: Sports Leaders initiative require minimal upkeep once embedded, sports leaders to have fortnightly meetings with PE lead to discuss role/leadership opportunity and development of sport/health in school.
