	The paper bag Princess
Robert Munch

British Value: Individual Liberty – Encourages empowerment and the freedom to make one's own choices, as the princess defies traditional expectations.
Protected Characteristic: Sex (Gender) – Challenges traditional gender roles, with the princess taking charge and showing strength and intelligence.
UNCRC Right: Article 12 (Respect for the Views of the Child) – Highlights the princess’s right to make her own decisions and assert her independence.

Protected Characteristic: Age – Demonstrates that even the smallest, seemingly least significant individuals can have an important impact, regardless of age or size.
UNCRC Right: Article 2 (Non-Discrimination) – Emphasizes that all children, regardless of their background or appearance, deserve to be treated with respect and dignity.

	The Owl who was afraid of the Dark

British Value: Mutual Respect and Tolerance – Encourages understanding and acceptance of differences, as the owl learns to overcome fear with the help of others.
Protected Characteristic: Age – Focuses on the developmental journey of overcoming childhood fears and building confidence.
UNCRC Right: Article 12 (Respect for the Views of the Child) – Highlights the owl’s right to express feelings and be supported in overcoming fears.

	The extraordinary gardener

British Value: Mutual Respect and Tolerance – Promotes understanding and respect for individual differences and the value of community collaboration.
Protected Characteristic: Disability – Focuses on inclusivity, as the main character brings beauty and life to a community despite facing personal challenges.
UNCRC Right: Article 31 (Right to Play and Leisure) – Highlights the importance of creativity and the joy of gardening as a form of self-expression and recreation.

	The pirates next door

British Value: Mutual Respect and Tolerance – Promotes acceptance of differences and the value of diversity as the community learns to embrace the pirates.
Protected Characteristic: Race – Explores themes of cultural diversity and the importance of accepting people who are different.
UNCRC Right: Article 2 (Non-Discrimination) – Emphasizes that all children, regardless of their background or appearance, have the right to be treated equally.


	The Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch

British Value: Individual Liberty – Encourages problem-solving and independence, as the lighthouse keeper creatively resolves his lunch delivery issue.
Protected Characteristic: Age – Reflects the kindness and cooperation between the elderly lighthouse keeper and the younger characters, showing respect across generations.
UNCRC Right: Article 24 (Health and Health Services) – Highlights the importance of good nutrition and taking care of one's health, as the lighthouse keeper needs his lunch for sustenance.
