	Knowledge
	In Year 3, the focus shifts from word-reading to comprehension and building the habits that make a confident and keen reader. Children will learn to:
· Understand root words, prefixes, and suffixes
· Read more common exception words (tricky words)
· Read a wide range of books and retell stories orally
· Read aloud, perform poems and play scripts
· Talk about interesting words and phrases
· Check that the text makes sense to them
· Read between the lines and use evidence from the text when giving their opinion
· Predict what might happen next
· Talk about books and poems
