Important Reminders for Parents and Carers
· Children should not arrive before 8:40am, as staff supervision begins when the gates open at 8:50am. Please do not let your child play in or around the carpark and driveway either before or after school.
· Please send your child with a fresh water bottle every day.
· On hot days, apply suncream before school to help keep children safe in the sun.
· PE kits should now be plain T-shirts and shorts – thank you for supporting our updated uniform expectations.
· Wren Park is a non-mobile phone school – no mobile phones should be brought to school. If for any specific reason they are needed they should be handed in to the school office.
· Please speak to your child about online safety. We encourage respectful behaviour and ask that children are not posting or sharing unkind messages on platforms such as TikTok or messaging apps.
Beyond the Screen: Real-World Learning at Home
We continue to ask all parents to support regular reading at home – it has a significant impact on progress. Talking with your children about what they’re learning, playing games, going for walks, and encouraging conversation are all powerful ways to support learning and wellbeing.
This is a great time of year to reduce screen time and increase time spent talking, exploring, and enjoying the outdoors together.


Road Safety Reminder
A polite reminder to all families to drive and park with care and courtesy around school. We must all work together to keep every child safe during busy drop-off and pick-up times.
Attendance Matters
Our aim is for all children to attend school every day, as consistent attendance helps children enjoy school life, stay connected with friends, and avoid falling behind.
Only children who are genuinely unwell or recovering from sickness should be absent.
Whilst we aim to promote good attendance through recognition and rewards we also require parents to prioritise this. If your child’s attendance is a concern we will be notifying you with the aim that we can work together to ensure your child is in school and benefiting from learning and socialising. Our ambition is the same for all children in terms of attending school where they can receive the teaching and learning they need to be successful
