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The 4 writing purposes and some of the suggested ‘text types’ that could fall under each.

As a very rough rule, I'd expect around half of curriculum time to be taken up by “Writing to
entertain”, with the remaining non-fiction elements sharing the remaining time. Notably in KS1 the

non-fiction focus is only on Writing to inform. (Michael Tidd)
