	At Wren Park, we believe it is important for our children to learn about different faiths and religions so they can understand and interact with the world around them. We want our children to be able to make informed and reasoned judgements about religious and moral issues and enhance their spiritual, moral, social and cultural development. 
Through the Derbyshire and Derby City RE Syllabus, children are taught a broad and ambitious curriculum centred on the major religions and worldviews, in particular those that reflect the community we live in and the diversity and richness of modern day Britain. We want our pupils of Wren Park to be inquisitive about the world around them. We aim to ensure children have high quality, first hand experiences, visits and interactions with members of our local community.

Not only is Religious Education important in our understanding of the world as it is today, it links learning from the past to our own lives. We are an inclusive, multi-cultural school where everyone’s individual beliefs are equally valued and our similarities and differences are celebrated. We believe that the teaching of RE should be enjoyable and enrich the children’s relationships with one another, promoting tolerance, respect and understanding for our harmonious futures within the local community and beyond.
	RE is taught using units from the Derby City agreed syllabus. Through this, the children will focus on Christianity, Judaism, Hinduism, Sikhism, Buddhism and Islam.

Consideration will also be given to non- religious communities such as Humanists.

We also invite families into school and encourage the children to share their experiences to celebrate our diverse range of cultures at Wren Park.

Learning in RE will include listening and responding to stories, handling artefacts, drama, role play, music, dance, visits to places of worship where possible, taking part in whole school events, reflection opportunities and visits from local religious groups.

We establish links in the local community where the children visit our local church annually as well as other places of worship such as a mosque, a gurdwara and a mandir. We also invite visitors into school to enrich the children’s experiences.
